Jennifer’s 
parents drink the wedding Kool-Aid and decide to pay for the wedding (so much for a 
no-cost “We eloped!” announcement) and the pending nuptials draw Vince’s deadbeat 
Dad back into his life. Jennifer gets into being a bride and planning a wedding, and 
Vince finds himself remembering what it feels like to be a part of a family. Just as true 
love never runs smoothly, neither does true distain and despite their mutual 
commitment to fraud, these two unlikely partners begin to soften towards each other.
